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Memorial Park Restoration

Did you know Memorial Park is Bellingham’s 2nd oldest park?
The archway is in need of restoration work to prevent it from
the same fate as the Fairhaven Park arch, designed by the
same architect and removed in 2016 due to severe
deterioration. We are working with Parks & Recreation and
Bellingham Rotary to ensure the historic Memorial Park arch
survives for many years. In 1920, when Memorial Park was in
its development phase, 88 dogwood trees were planted in
the park, one for each Whatcom County soldier who died in
WWI. Somewhere in the past 100 years, those trees were all
lost, likely from the Dogwood Anthracnose disease that
decimated dogwoods across the country.

Other trees have replaced the dogwoods over the years, but none have the spring
color those dogwoods provided. This fall, we'll be planting large-specimen trees, SNA CALENDAR
